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California Recycling Laws Refresher 

Plastic Bag Ban (AB 1998)  - AB 1998 will reduce dangerous plastic bag  litter pollution by banning plastic bags at large 

retail outlets.  Plastic bags are a primary component of urban litter pollution.  And urban litter pollution is the primary 

component of urban litter pollution.  Plastic already outweighs plankton in the North Pacific Gyre.  Plastic pollution costs 

California families hundreds of dollars annually in hidden litter clean -up costs.  Current retailer practices result in the 

distribution of approximately 19 billion plastic carryout bags annually.  AB 1998 will also require retailers to sell paper 

bags.

Paint Recovery Act (AB 1343) -  This measure will require paint manufactures to develop and implement a program to 

collect, transport, and process post consumer paint to reduce the costs and environmental impacts on the disposal of 

postconsumer paint in this state.  AB 1343 passed through the Assembly side and Senate EQ but was held in Sen Ap-

props.  This is now a 2-year bill.   

City Efforts: The City of Lathrop encourages residents to utilize the free drop -off location of used paints at the SJ County 

HHW Facility.  The Facility also has a Reuse Room which offers useable, non-banned products, and useful products for 

residents to take FREE of charge.   

Carpet Product Stewardship ñRequires producers of carpet to participate in a product stewardship program, under a plan        

approved by Cal Recycle.  Producers will assess a fee, per unit of carpet, to be approved by Cal recycle.  There is a sales prohibition on 

products made from non -coming producers.  State procurement requirementñrecycled carpet with 25% postconsumer material.   

City Efforts:  As of August 2010, carpet and carpet padding are now being recycled at select San Joaquin County facilities.  Recycled    

carpet that is collected is processed and made into a variety of products from new carpet to construction swales that keep contaminants 

out of the storm water system.   

Electronic Waste Recycling Act (AB 20) - This Act includes reduction in hazardous substances used in certain        

electronic products sold in California, collection of an E -waste recycling fee at the point of sale of certain products,        

distribution of recovery and recycling payments to qualified entities covering the cost of electronic waste collection and 

recycling, directive to recommend environmentally preferred purchasing criteria for state agency purchases of certain 

electronic equipment.   

City Efforts:  The City offers Lathrop residents FREE of charge E-waste drop-off throughout the year at local City events; 

such as, Lathrop Days, Lathrop Beautification Day, Lathrop Birthday Celebration , and National Night Out.  

Californiaõs Bottle & can Recycling Law ñ The Bottle Bill (AB 2020) ñ Since 1988, Californians have   recycled more 

than 10 million tons of aluminum, glass, and plastic beverage containers.  There has not been another recycling program 

or policy in California that has brought these numbers in recycling levels. Nor has any other program of its kind in the 

country been found to be more cost    effective. In January of 2007, the redemption value of most beverage containers was 

raised to 5 cents, thanks to AB 3056.   

City Efforts:  The City has provided a section in this guide with locations in and around San Joaquin County, for CRV on 

recyclable material.  The City of Lathrop provides recycling containers at all City events to ensure that all plastics, cans 

and waste are properly collected and recycled.
